Inbound values were 1) compared against the approved list, or 2) compared against the fulltext index. Values that mapped with a high confidence are automatically approved. Values with a low confidence were presented to an administrator to pick the best match. Email is sent to the administrator when a value needs his/her approval. A web-based UI allows the Admin to view and change auto-approved values.
